COURSE DESCRIPTION

An introductory study to art themes, concepts, elements, and principles applied to diverse forms of visual expression. Using a global
rather than a linear approach, the course will encourage students to properly identify and understand the main terminology and basic
aspects surrounding the conception, production, reception, and historical interpretation of a work of art. The course also aims to
motivate students to apply historical knowledge with a contemporary insight in order to critically bond what is learned in the
classroom onto real-life scenarios.
